Can’t get enough of the bricks? Join Director of Education, Ann Schmitt, for a bird build!
•	 Have a short tour of the Audubon exhibition in the gallery, 
	 John James Audubon: American Artist & Naturalist, on view Sept. 17, 2010 to Jan. 9, 2011.
